School Board Year in Review 
May 2009  

The RCS School Board provides oversight and direction to Superintendent Allen Howlett as he leads the operation of RCS.  
The board consists of seven members including RCS parents and grandparents as well as others without direct ties to RCS 
students.  Members are committed to praying for wisdom and direction from God in decision making, unity and vision for 
God’s agenda for the school.  Members come from a variety of business, education and ministry backgrounds and share a 
heart for Christian education and the vision of RCS.  The current board members are Len Golke (President), Ron Buxman 
(Vice President), Bobbie Byersdorf (Treasurer), Carolyne Hart (Secretary), Pastor Bill Kline (Resurrection Fellowship pas-
toral staff representative), Becky Garmane and Claire Speir.  Member biographies are available in the April edition of the 
RCS Newsletter (posted on Renweb) and on the RCS public website (www.rcschool.org).   

As the school year comes to a close, we want to share some of the key areas of board focus during this past year, as well as 
those planned for the coming school year.   We appreciate any suggestions or questions you have about any of these.  

RCS Vision and Mission:

  

Since January 2008, the board has worked with an expert in school board effectiveness to develop clear policies and guide-
lines for measuring and monitoring the results achieved at RCS.  This involved revision of the written board policies to more 
clearly define board roles and responsibilities as distinct from those of the Superintendent and his staff.     

The new RCS mission statement is also an outgrowth of this process and now serves as the high level goal set for school 
and Superintendent performance: the mission of RCS is to develop students who are Boldly Christian, Academically 
Equipped, and Globally Prepared.  In the coming year, the board will continue to drill down from this mission statement to 
develop detailed measurements and monitoring standards that can be used by the board and by Mr. Howlett to evaluate 
RCS performance. 
.  
RCS Operations Oversight:

  

Mr. Howlett is responsible for the management of RCS operations, with school board approval for key decisions, including 
budgeting and financial management, tuition, staffing, curriculum and facilities.  Although this school year has certainly been 
one of the most challenging economically, we continue to see God’s hand of provision over RCS.  Growth in the funds pro-
vided to RCS by the RCS Foundation enabled us to minimize tuition increases for the 2008-2009 and 2009-2010 years, 
while continuing our multi-year vision of improving teacher salaries and providing scholarships to more RCS families.  2009-
2010 registration has been fairly strong in spite of the weak economy, greatly helping our budget planning.  

Higher costs for building utilities and maintenance as well as for the transition to the new Bob Jones curriculum put added 
pressure on the 2008-2009 school year budget.  We are still accepting tax deductible contributions to RCS to cover the 
$100,000 increase in utilities and maintenance charges experienced earlier this year.  Thank you to those of you who have 
already contributed.  These additional charges will be built into the 2009-2010 budget but any donations received now will 
enable us to maintain strong capital funds reserves to cover other key projects and unanticipated needs.  

In 2008, we began to make plans for the next RCS building expansion to meet anticipated needs for additional gymnasium 
and high school class room space.  The board conducted meetings with the Foundation Board, Pastor Stocker and the Res-
urrection Fellowship governing board (the Deacon Board) as well as architects in preparation for beginning a capital cam-
paign this fall.  This will be the first building project fully taken on by RCS rather than the church.   

Relationship with Resurrection Fellowship Church

  

The board also has responsibility for maintaining communications with the Resurrection Fellowship pastoral staff and Dea-
con Board.  With Resurrection Fellowship generously providing all current RCS facilities, this relationship is critical to our 
day-to-day operation as well as our future planning.  The pastoral staff also provides invaluable spiritual covering for the 
school.    

RCS has always been an independent legal entity from the church.  In 2009 we more clearly defined the RCS-Rez legal rela-
tionship regarding current and future buildings, with the signing of a 99-year lease agreement.  Additionally, changes to the 
church’s Articles of Incorporation were unanimously passed at the church annual business meeting.  In the unlikely event the 
church is dissolved, all church assets would be transferred to RCS, securing RCS’s access to the RCS buildings and associ-
ated property.
