Tim Tebow: 

"I want to make a difference with 
my platform." 

I thought if I put his name on the 
column, someone might read it.  
I was looking through quotes and 
reflecting on the “platform” we 
have all been given.  Tim Tebow, 
over and over, talks about the gift 
he has been given and every time 
he speaks he mentions how he 
wants his “platform” to be for 
Christ and to make a difference.  
Even after the first playoff victory 
the exciting thing and “more im-
portant” opportunity Tim men-
tioned was how he was given the 
opportunity to impact a young 
girl.  Tim Tebow takes a moment 
before Sunday's game to say hello 
to Bailey. The junior at Thomp-
son Valley High School in Love-
land has had 73 surgeries for a rare 
disorder.  

"It is special to have the platform of 
playing football, because I have the 
opportunity to affect people," Tebow 
said in front of a swarm of media. "I 
was very excited to have Bailey 
Knaub at this game, and this is a 
girl. ... Football is amazing, we love 
it, we're so passionate about it as you 
could see right there. But the real 
win, at least I would say today, is 
being able to comfort a girl who has 
gone through 73 surgeries before the 
game and get a chance to go hang 
out with her now. That's the biggest 
win of the day. They're both exciting, 
but that's what I'm even more proud 
of." 

We as a community of believers 
are raising our kids on a founda-
tion, a “platform”, that is strong 
and founded on the truths of 
Christ.  There is only one true 
foundation that will weather with 
time and incident, yet still come 
out in the end just as strong.  
There is nothing better we can 
give our kids.   

I was talking to a parent at my 
son’s basketball practice the oth-
er day, and I was reflecting on 
what is important.

Registration Reminder for 2012-2013 School Year   

Please mark your calendars with the important dates and times listed below for registration for 

the 2012-2013 school year.    

Scheduled dates are:  

Mon., Feb. 6, 2012 – RCS families’ last name A-G register from 8:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m. 

Tues., Feb. 7, 2012 – RCS families’ last name H-O register from 8:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m. 

Wed., Feb. 8, 2012 – RCS families’ last name P-Z register from 8:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m.    

The re-enrollment link for 2012-2013 has been enabled on Renweb.  You must complete this online portion prior to your school 
visit on your scheduled date above. 

   

On your registration date: 

 

     Turn in the required re-enrollment form which you will download from the online re-enrollment process. 
(Student Emergency Consent Form) 

 

     Pay the registration fee which will be $400 per student (maximum of $1,000 per family). If you are pay-
ing through automatic withdrawal, make sure you bring a canceled check along with your registration fee. 

 

     Specify your tuition payment plan    

Both steps MUST be completed by Wednesday, Feb. 8 2012– NO exceptions.  Shortly thereafter, we will begin to fill available 
openings with families waiting to enter RCS.  

Remember—you will not be allowed to register for 2012-2013 if you have an outstanding balance due on your family account.
