Here’s to starting the 
school year strong!  

Although it is only June here at 
RCMS we are busy getting 
ready for August!!  Where does 
the time disappear!!!  Studies 
have shown that a little prepara-
tion goes a long way regarding 
the back to school transition.  
As you and your student(s) 
enjoy the summer and prepare 
to return to school, I hope you 
will find these ‘back to school’ 
tips helpful.   

Staying somewhat 
school focused: 

Reading Activity  

Read All About It

 

-- Introduce 
your child to the many kinds of 
information in the daily news-
paper. Ask your child to find 
the pages containing news 
about government leaders, 
editor's opinions, weather re-
ports, car sales, house and 
apartment rentals, and want 
ads. Discuss how to use this 
information. 

Writing Activities 

Pro and Con, What do you 
think about??

 

-- Make a family 
game of discussing a special 
issue -- for example, 
"Teenagers should be allowed 

to vote," or "There should 
never be any homework." Ask 
your youngsters to think of all 
the reasons they can to support 
their views. Then, ask them to 
think of reasons against their 
views. Which views are most 
convincing? For variety, assign 
family members to teams and 
have teams prepare their argu-
ments pro and con. 

Looking at Advertisements

 

-- 
Take a closer look. Help your 
children improve their thinking 
and writing skills by looking 
carefully at newspaper, maga-
zine, and TV advertisements. 
What is the main point of the 
ad? What details does it use to 
communicate its message? For 
example, a strong, handsome 
man holding a soft drink in an 
expensive car with a beautiful 
woman at his side is telling us 
something about the soft drink. 

Math Activity  

How much does it cost?

 

-- Put 
math skills to work. Help your 
children understand living costs 
by discussing household ex-
penses with them. For exam-
ple, make a list of monthly bills 
-- heat, electricity, telephone, 
mortgage or rent. Fold the pa-
per to hide the costs and ask 
your youngsters to guess the 

cost of each item. Unfold the pa-
per. How do the estimates com-
pare with the actual costs? Were 
they close? 

Social Studies Activity  

Expanding horizons

 
-- Help your 

child learn about people from 
different countries. Suggest talk-
ing to neighbors from foreign 
countries, reading library books 
about other cultures, reading 
newspapers, and watching TV 
specials. 

Science Activity 

Foam it!!

 

-- This experiment uses 
a yeast solution, liquid detergent 
such as Dawn, and hydrogen per-
oxide to produce an exciting reac-
tion like no other! The result will 
send a stream of foam shooting up 
out of a bottle and, after a minute 
or so, begin turns into a moving 
stream that resembles toothpaste 
being squeezed from a tube. You 
may not want to use this foam to 
brush your teeth, but you'll cer-
tainly “foam up” your child's 
imagination and love of science! 

It is my prayer that you and your 
student have a wonderful summer 
full of family time and lots of 
learning!

What You Need: 
16 oz. empty plastic soda bottle 

20 ml (0.675 fluid ounces) hydrogen peroxide 

10 ml (0.3382 fluid ounces) dishwashing liquid  

Food coloring 

1 oz. package of powdered yeast 

Small Funnel 

Aluminum foil cake pan with 2-inch sides 

Safety glasses (Although the following activity is 
safe it is always good practices to have your child 
wear safety glasses whenever they conduct any 
type of activity that involves working with chemi-
cals)

What You Do:  

1. Have your child place the empty plastic soda 
bottle into the center of empty aluminum cake 
pan and then put the funnel into the bottle’s 
mouth. 

2. Next add 3-4 drops of food coloring to the 
peroxide and pour the peroxide through the fun-
nel into the bottle. 

3. Add the dishwashing liquid to the peroxide in 
the bottle. 

4. Pour the yeast mixture into the bottle and 
quickly remove the funnel. Have your child touch 
the bottle to feel if any temperature changes are 
taking place. 

After a minute or two, foam will 
shoot up out of the bottle, run into the 
pan, and eventually begin to come out 
in a steady stream. Encourage your 
child can play with the foam - it's just 
soap and water with oxygen bubbles! 
The bottle will feel warm to the touch 
as this is an example of an exothermic 
(heat producing) reaction. 

Hydrogen peroxide when mixed with 
a liquid detergent and a catalyst (yeast) 
will react producing foam (oxygen 
gas) regardless of amounts used, so 
encourage your child to experiment 
with different amounts to see which 
will produce the most foam!

Summer can be a time to 
create new memories and have fun family adventures!  Living in Colorado gives us endless possi-
bilities of outdoor fun and excitement.  A day trip to the mountains, a hike on a favorite trail or 
just a backyard campout.  If you like camping, here are a few fun tips and recipes to make your 
camping experience the best family adventure yet. 

HANDY GEAR

 

*Give cell phones a rest and use walkie talkies to 
stay in touch on a hike or trips to the bathrooms.   

*Gorilla Tape is great to use on just about any-
thing.  It can fix a leaky air mattress, torn tent, 
hiking boots, swimsuits and lot’s more.   

*Find a small zippered pouch for each family 
member and fill it with daily essentials such as:

CAMPFIRE CUISINE

 

Next time you go camping you can make simple 
and yummy meals by using a canning jar.  Kids 
will have fun customizing their meals.   

Line the bottom of a large pot with extra jar rings 
(this keeps the jars from touching the bottom), fill 
it third full with water and bring to a boil. Coat 
the inside of each jar with cooking spray and add 
ingredients. To move jars in and out of boiling 
water use tongs or oven mitts. After jar meal is 
cooked slip a cut-off sock top around the hot jar.  
Save your left over boiled water to 
clean out jars when done eating.
