RESURRECTION CHRISTIAN SCHOOL
(A Colorado Noaprofit Corporatiorn)

L the undersigned natural persan, a Gitizen of the United States of the age of eighteen (18)
years or more, acting as incorporator of a corporation under the Colorado Revised Nonprofit
Corporation Act, adopt the following Articles of Incorporation for such corporation.

Article L
The name of the corporation shall be RESURRECTION CHRISTIAN SCHOOL.
Article I
The period of duration is perpetual, and its effective date is July 1, 1998, at 12.01 AM.
Article IIL.
A The purpose of this corporation is to establish, maintain, promote and operate a Christian school,
and to effectuate this purpose it shall be deemed 1o be organized exclusively for charitable, refigious,
and educational purposes, including, for such purposes, +he making of distributions to organizations
that qualify as exempt organizations under 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (or the
corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law).

B. The mission of this corporation is to provide Resurrection Christian School children with a quality
academic education founded on Christian principles and values.

Article IV.

This corporation shall be guided by the fundamental Statement of Faith as provided in the By-
laws of the corporation.

Article V.

The government and management of school affairs shall be in accordance with these A:rticl&c
and with By-laws, not inconsistent with these Articles, as may be adopted and amended from time to
time.
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Article VL ‘

A The initial Board of Directors (School Board) of the corporation shall consist of three members,
and the names and addresses of the persons who shall serve as the Board until their successors are duly
qualified, appointed, and accept such office, are as follows:

B The number of School Board members who shall conduct and manage the business and affairs of
the corporation shall be not less than three, and the number and selection of the Board shall hereafter
be fixed in the mamner provided by the By-laws of the corporation

C. No directar shall be personally liable to the corporation for monetary damages for any breach of
fduciary duty as a director, except that no director’s liability to the corparation for monetary damages
shall be eliminated or limited on account of any of the following: (2) Any breach of the director’s duty
of loyalty to the corporation; (b} Any acts or omissioas of the director not in good faith or that involve
intertional misconduct or a knowing violation of law; (c) the director’s assent to, of participation in, a
Joan by the corporation to any director of officer of the corporation; (d) Any transaction in which the
director recetved improper personal benefit Nothing herein will be construed to deprive any director .
of the right to all defense ordinarily available to a director nor will anything herein be construed to
deprive any director of any right for contribution from any other director of other person. Any repezal
or modification of this provision shall be prospective only and shall not adversely affect any right or
protection of a director of the corporation existing at the fime of such repeal or modification.

D. The corporation may indemnify its directors, officers, employees and agents.
Article VIL

The corporation shall have voting members whose qualifications and privileges shall be as
provided in the Bylaws.

Article VIO

No member shall have amy rght, file or interest in the assets of the corporation.  [he
ownership of all property (real, personal ar mixed) acquired by this school shall be vested exclusively n
this corporation, and title to the same shall be taken in its name alone, The School Board, subject to
approval of the members, shall have the power and authority to acquire, bargain, sell, convey,
mortgage, lease, sub-lease, assign, or release any real estate, and to erect schoolhouses and other
buildings for the direct and legitimate use of said school, and to alter and repair the same.
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
